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One of the currently important issues of our education system is to provide support to all participants in correctional educational process in the conditions of an inclusive environment, the introduction of new pedagogical approach to the creation of conditions for the realization of rights of disabled people to high quality education.

To mainstream this problem and to show the ways of its solving has helped the Ukrainian-Dutch project "SUNSHINE". The aim of this project is to improve the quality of life of children with visual impairments and their families.

In such way the work in the frames of the Dutch-Ukrainian project "SUNSHINE" has been started on the basis of boarding schools in Chernihiv and Slaviansk in October 2010. This project implementation provided an opportunity to explore the advanced techniques for socialization and integration of children with visual impairments in the society, as well as early intervention and ambulant support within the system of inclusive education of children with disabilities.
The main result of the “SINSHINE” project implementation was the opening of the advisory centre "Light of hope" in Chernihiv, the advisory and methodical centre "Ray" in Slavyansk, the creation of the civic organization "Parents’ Voice." The work of which is aimed at improving the quality of life of children with visual impairments and their families.
The structure of the advisory centers makes it possible to support parents and children with visual impairments through the forms and methods of interaction of experts.

During joint workshops there were covered the issues relating to the peculiarities of the development of children not only with visual impairments, but also with multi-disability paying great attention to the role of family in raising children and, taking into account above mentioned, the competent creation of specially organized environment, the practical application by parents of correctional methods and techniques.

The created "Parents’ Voice" civic organization helps parents to navigate within the system of accessible education for their children, to share experience, together with the experts of the centres to develop individual plans for development of the children with multi-disabilities.

At the initial stage of (work) of the organization promotion of the introduction of inclusive education, promotion of social adaptation have been identified as the main directions towards ensuring the full participation of children with disabilities in the society.
The work done within the “SUNSHINE” project highlights the need for support of children with multi-impairments from birth to full independence.

The five-year experience of work on the implementation of the main objectives of the project shows that parents are the main customers of correctional and educational services for rehabilitation of children with visual impairments, and only in partnership the effective promotion of the child on the educational route can be achieved.
