Basic braille at home (BBH) – new software program for easy Braille learning
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Development of new technologies has enabled the development of various accessories and related software programs for blind people as well as for expert professionals who work with them (teachers, professors, rehabilitation worker, O&M specialist, EI workers). Today programs are widely adopted tool in different education programs as method of teaching, as a way of learning. 
For everyday functioning, information access, and realization for all professional or educational activities – the most important thin is competent and literate use of Braille letters.
There is an assumption that for having literate blind persons there has to be Braille literate professionals.  These professionals should have methods of teaching blind students as well as personal expertise in reading and writing Braille. New technologies and all softwares available are helping sighed teachers, parents and peers to experience and learn basics of Braille at home.

BBH – Basic braille at home is the new software programe designed for easy learning and promoting braille literacy. BBH is designed to help sighed people, learn Braille letter with out using standard equipment, using new technologies instead.
