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The main purpose of this study was to determine differences in psyhomotorical skills of visually impaired children in relation of the type of eye impairment.

29 visually impaired children, between 6 and 15 years of age years, were tested.

Psychomotorical skills were evalutaed by Ozeretzky test.   

After using single factor varians analysis (ANOVA) results showed there were no significant differences regarding the type of eye impairment.
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
