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Europe’s population is getting older. Age-related sight loss is now a common feature of getting older. Our aim is to actively promote the maintenance and further development of high-quality social interactions, via the use of information and access technologies, for people above the age of 55 who have declining eyesight. 
We present the products of the two years European GRUNDTVIG project eVision55plus which runs from January 2008 till December 2009. The project unites partners from Germany, France, Ireland, Great Britain and the Netherlands specialised on services for the blind and visually impaired.
The project promotes the setup of I.T. networks at local, national and European levels, encouraging participants to develop wider participation in social and life opportunities. The activities in these networks include topics like daily living skills for people with declining eyesight, low vision information services and the utilization of New Media in accessing various aspects of social interaction and communication. 
All information and communication within the networks are especially designed to meet the needs of the core age group of 55 plus. Based on research work and questionnaires done with the core group of 55 plus we developed a particular internet platform available in each partner’s language and fully accessible for people with declining eyesight. We report on content and functionality of that platform as well as on the first experiences of 55plus users.
