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Each child has specific needs for stimulation and development of his visual perception.  Each child has different impairment of vision from the others. The children have individual needs for size, colour, contrast of the object, position of figure to the background, distance of object from each other.  We use for them traditional tools like light box and APH light box material, regular baby books. Each child has its own experience in its family, home and community. We developed our own kit of 3 dimensional objects, their photographs and realistic pictures, their contrast silhouettes, outlines. It covers universal objects, but not the individual ones of the child.
The children with low vision and specific central visual impairment need to develop their visual images through experience in their daily life. We made experience with picture programme for alternative communication Board Maker, developing adapted picture books for children with visual impairment. Each child has pictures containing objects from their favourite song, poem, diary of his daily activities etc.  The pictures are adapted as translucent material for light box or printed on contrast simple background, with thick outlines, simple silhouettes. 
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We have prepared the individual picture series illustrating the child's favourite song or poem. On our sample is the poem:"Blow, wind blow, bring me one pear, bring me one or two, I will have them both.
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For some children is necessary to offer higher contrast, so we print the picture directly on translucent folia and present the pictures on light box.
It is very useful to prepare play activities for child with the objects he likes or he should learn (focused on certain topics like vegetables and fruits, food and eating situations etc.). We can play activities like matching, sorting, going for shopping. 
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The children who should build their images about their own environment need experience when they can touch, manipulate, put in the mouth, move, bring close to the eyes. 

We made good experience that individually fitted   pictures brought their interest in exploring the pictures and developed their abilities to discriminate and recognise objects on the pictures. They developed strategies how to explore the near space, scanning the group of pictures, looking for characteristic features of object, use their previous experience in recognising same objects on new picture, in a new position in the space.

The individually tailored picture programme is effective method of visual images development and Board Maker and any other    similar programmes are very useful tools we can use for its development.  
As we can see on  the  samples, the picture can  present individual face features of child's friends or of herself, which she could not see on  photograph with low contrast.   





We pick up the main object from the poem or song, each  placed on separate card. So the child can focus on the key words and play with the card. He learns easy the meaning of the words and builds the image  on the picture. 


We can print the pictures on the paper and cover with a foil, so the child can play with it freely and it  lasts longer. We can easy clean the cards and use them in any environment.
