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Communication documents – an aim to create future knowledge
The documentation of students with the diagnose Batten disease (Gustafsson, H & Vermehren, B 1992/Socialstyrelsen) are few. The possibility to communicate and beeing understood is a central human right. The opportunity to get basic needs provided for depends on how school staff  manage to document the students individual communication style. Any such communication information is useful in several ways:

· To understand the communication today

· To understand future communication and give ideas about individual talking areas.

· To pass on knowledge about the student to new teachers.

We found three ways in increasing communication possibilities; using the computer program “Struktur”, a dictionary of body language and Communication Passport.                       

Strongly motivating questions have been programmed Using the computer program Struktur (Structure, Poster IECBD, Örebro, Sweden 2006). The questions wake up memory both through substance and predestinated order. It reminds of the ritual way of which a dialogue is held in language learning purpose with the small child (Söderberg, 1988).
In a situation where the student uses a body communication without the help of a computor the teacher and others instead will need a type of dictionary which describes what the different body gestures means. 

Another way of increasing communication understanding is the “Communication Passport” (Sigurd Pilesjö, M & Hardenstedt, L, 2001). It contains the most important information about the persons specific communication style. 

This poster documentation referring to a student with Batten disease is an aim to create knowledge of future students.
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
