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Herewith I present the annual report 2014 of ICEVI-Europe.
2014 has been a year in transition in which great attention has been paid to clearly defining the strategy of the organization, as well as, enhancing its cooperation with existing partners and new external organizations.  The Board of ICEVI-Europe spent two full working days at its Board Meeting in Bordeaux, France, holding working group sessions and thorough discussion in order to develop a Strategy and Plan of Action for the next coming years; this would enable the organization to reach its desired future state and realize its vision.

Various activities that took place this year exemplify how we remain true to our mission of promoting the education and rehabilitation opportunities for people with visual impairment.   ICEVI-Europe took its cooperation with the European Blind Union (EBU) one step further.  We have commenced collaboration with EBU on an initiative concerning Early Intervention focusing on children as an individual case, parents and the newly blinded.  Both organizations agreed to draw up a joint paper on education and developmental policy/guidance for parents in the upcoming year.  Furthermore, ICEVI-Europe was invited to participate in the Board Meeting of the EUROPEAN BLIND UNION which was held in Larnaca, Cyprus on June 6th – 8th 2014. The Past President of ICEVI Europe, Hans Welling, our Vice-President, Klaus Hoem and I, had prepared and presented a Memorandum of Understanding based on common areas and topics that the two organizations can actively work on together to achieve mutual benefits.  We look forward to finalizing and officially signing the MOU at the EBU 10TH General Assembly in London, October 2015.
ICEVI-Europe became a signatory partner in the 2014 Manifesto of the European Coalition of Vision (ECV), which promotes Eye Health and Vision.  ECV held a Launch event celebrating its launch as an alliance and the signing of its Manifesto on February 4, 2014 at the European Parliament in Strasbourg.  As an act of furthering its cooperation, ICEVI-Europe was invited to participate at the ECV Board Meeting on October 8-9, 2014 in Brussels in light of The World Sight Days Events, celebrating the development and promotion of a European vision and eye health indicator. Members of the ECV presented in the European Parliament with an information stand on preventable blindness, raising awareness of vision and eye health by screening MEP’s.

At the same time with flourishing existing cooperations, ICEVI-Europe strives to embark on building new partnerships with key external organizations, one of which is Aleh, The Society of Blind and Dyslexic Students in Israel.  On February 19-25 2014, ICEVI-Europe had the distinct honor to be invited as a Guest Speaker by Aleh Society to attend a ceremony at the Hannah Harduf Visuality and Amity Foundation and give its blessing.  The nature of the ceremony centered on education for the visually impaired, wherein 250 blind participants attended and were congratulated by the President of the National Court and Executive Director of the Ministry of Welfare in Israel.  Many scholarships were also awarded to select blind and visually impaired students during this ceremony.
We continued ongoing discussions regarding cooperation with VBS in Germany and GPEEA in France for organizing together common conferences in these sub regions.
It is the Board’s hope that you will read this annual report with interest and that it will encourage you to cooperate with colleagues in and beyond Europe.  We happily welcome your feedback and suggestions.
 
The board would like to thank all who have contributed to ICEVI activities in 2014 and we hope you will all continue to participate in 2015.

Report from the Board
In this report you will read that several conferences and workshops have taken place in 2014.  2014 marked a year in which a lot of interesting projects and programs began across Europe with regards to Tactile Books and education in general for children and youth with visual impairment.  Moreover, you will become familiar with the ongoing training courses for teachers who work with the visually impaired.
In March 26-27 2014, the first VBS Congress Committee meeting was held in Graz, concerning the organization and preparations for the upcoming joint VBS/ICEVI-Europe Conference in 2016.  The theme of the conference would be “Perspectives in Dialogue.”  As a way of further stimulating and mobilizing the Contact Persons, ICEVI-Europe provided a Letter of Authorization to our National Contact Person of Austria, Mrs. Gertrude Jaritz, allowing her to attend this preporatory meeting representing ICEVI-Europe, having a seat with voting rights.  Moreover, in November 26, 2014 the second VBS Conference Preparatory Meeting took place in Berlin.  I, as President of ICEVI-Europe, and Mr. Dieter Feser, Chairman of VBS and ICEVI-Europe Board Member representing the German and Dutch speaking Countries subregion, attended this meeting and discussed with all members of the Congress Committee the progress of the conference preparations which included but were not limited to the following: involvement of the University Partners, status of ICEVI-Europe as a Partner, Promotional Activities, Financial Situation, Composition and Role of Program Committee etc.
In November 20-21 2014, the 5th European Conference on Psychology and Visual Impairment (ECPVI 2014) was successfully held in Bratislava, Slovakia.  It was organized by ICEVI-Europe in cooperation with the Slovak Blind and Partially Sighted Union and the Faculty of Education, Comenius University in Bratislava.  The conference was organized within the Science and Technology Week in the Slovak Republic.  Distinguished researchers, psychologists, health, social care and education professionals attended the conference from various European Countries meeting in order to exchange knowledge, information and best practices regarding people with visual impairments in the psychological context. 	Finland:

“Power from Network!” Finland, January 2015: Annual national meeting by professionals working with visual impairment. Specific meeting for professionals working with school and study years and the other day for theme “towards employment”. 

Design and implementation of subject specific tactile pictures. Project is conducted in co-operation with Onerva’s consulting teachers and with Celia – National Library for the Blind - learning material designers. The tactiles pictures are selected considering the national curriculum. The added value, which the picture brings to visually impaired student, is emphasized. The pictures can be used independently. They are not paired with any publisher. More information: www.celia.fi and www.onerva.fi
Iceland: 

The National Institute in Iceland held a workshop on use and making of tactile books. This workshop was for teachers of children with multi disability and visual impairment. The workshop was well received and has since then been held again because teachers has shown this subject a lot of interest. 

Development of Braille teaching through Skype: Since Iceland population is scattered across the country the Institute has been experimenting with teaching Braille through Skype. This work has caused that more visually impaired individuals have shown interest in learning 

The National Institute received funding to develop a beginners material in math for blind and visually impaired students. The work is in progress and it’s estimated that the work will be finished soon and ready for students starting elementary school in the fall of 2015.

Norway:
1. “Master in Vision rehabilitation”. This master is a collaboration between Buskerud and Vestfold University College, Faculty of Health and Sciences and Gothenburg University, Faculty of Education. The degree was developed in collaboration with Statped (The National Support System for Special Needs Education, South East region), University of Copenhagen (Kennedy Center and Glostrup Hospital) and IBOS in Denmark.  The master degree is not only for teachers, but is a multi-disciplinary study for everyone with a bachelor degree interested in vision rehabilitation. 
The whole program is (120 ECTS). This is equivalent to two years full-time or four years part-time study. Currently only a part-time study is offered. The study is paid for by state funding –so no school fee. We currently have 17 registered students in the program
2. Master program, a collaboration between Norwegian University of Science and Technology (NTNU; Trondheim) and Statped (The Norwegian Support System for Special Needs Education). The study is divided in two, each of 60 ECTS. A bachelor degree including a minimum of 60 ECTS of pedagogy is a prerequisite. The funding is private, paid by the student or his institution.
Sweden:

A NOVIR seminar was held in Stockholm, Sweden, in March 2015 arranged by the National Agency for Special Needs Education and Schools, Resource Centre Vision. NOVIR is a Nordic network of institutions in de field of education of visually impaired.  The theme for the seminar was “Braille and Tactile Reading from a Literacy Perspective”. Delegates representing resource centers and special schools in Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden attended the seminar and shared their knowledge through lectures on the subject Braille and Literacy. 
Denmark:
The Institute for the Blind and Partially Sighted (IBOS) has during 2014 been working on establishing a module under The Diploma Programme in acquired brain injuries and visual impairment. The purpose of this module is to provide students with knowledge about brain development, structure and function and cognitive dysfunctions that occur as a result of an acquired brain injury, especially focusing on visual difficulties. On this base the module focuses on the subsequent rehabilitation, where the student will gain knowledge on methods of investigation, testing and observations in order to conduct a professional, qualified and differentiated neurons educational effort. The module is now open and has run for the first time in spring 2015. 
The module is a collaboration with The University Collage South Denmark under the pedagogical diploma in special education. The Diploma Programme is a continuing education at the undergraduate level, and each module ends with an exam. For further information, please contact Rikke Hellberg, rhp@ibos.dk

New National Valteri – center

From 1.2.2015 all national “state service centers for special needs” have been administratively merged to one Valteri –center. New Valteri – center has born and it will officially start its function 1st of August 2015. The procedure of choosing new principal is in the process. 

So from now on Onerva is one unit among Valteri; www.valteri.fi / English. (At the beginning of 2013, Jyväskylä School for the Visually Impaired and Haukkaran​ta School merged into Onerva Centre for Learning and Consulting). 

Situation is not totally new for Onerva, because all six national centers have had a close cooperation and common aims and projects etc. for years. 

New Onerva Building is in the process – expected to be ready January 2016.

An innovative learning and working environment that enables functionality, activeness and the application of new technology. New space arrangements and new ways to use spaces have been created for the learning and working premises, in compliance with modern ideas on learning. The integration and presence of new technology in daily school life supports pupils’ networking with peer groups and promotes the utilization of information networks in teaching. Accessibility refers to the suitability of the premises for everyone, irre​spective of the nature of support needed.

Norway:

Abstract:  Visual Function in Premature Children
By Arnulf Myklebust, PhD thesis, 2014
Due to advances in prenatal and neonatal medicine, there has been an improved survival rate of premature children over the past decades. Unfortunately, the most premature children have poor neurological and cognitive prognoses. The aetiology for the high proportion of learning disabilities in very premature children, is however often unknown (Grunau R, 2002; Litt, Taylor, Klein, & Hack, 2005). There has been increased awareness of visual problems in premature children, and of visual problems related to learning and reading. The studies reported in this thesis address the development of visual function as well as reading ability in premature children.

A series of visual functions, cognitive- and reading ability were evaluated in a group of typical Norwegian children (n= 87) in order to provide developmental trajectories for these functions. This group acted as the control group for a group of premature children (n= 37), of whom the majority (n= 25) came from an established cohort of extremely premature children from the National Hospital in Oslo. Finally, an intervention study for treatment of binocular visual problems for a subgroup of premature and typical children (n= 27) was executed.

Even when controlling for age, gender and cognitive ability, visual functions were generally weaker in the premature group. Deficiencies found in this group showed patterns that can be related to close work in one plane; a Planar component, and to focusing and binocular abilities; a Depth component. We have shown that convergence and fusion at close distances, which might interfere with near work, can be trained. There is also a possible improvement in ability to detect coherent motion as a result of this training. This ability might relate to learning and reading (Sigmundsson, Anholt, & Talcott, 2010; Stein, 2001). Thus more comprehensive visual examinations and treatment of deficiencies could lead to improved learning abilities in premature children.

1. New ICEVI representative for Scotland 

Dr John Ravenscroft has succeeded Mary Lee as the ICEVI representative for Scotland.  Before her retirement, Mary served for many years as an active member of the ICEVI Europe board and was editor of the ICEVI Europe newsletter.  John Ravenscroft is Deputy Head of the Moray House School of Education, University of Edinburgh, and has worked for many years in teaching and research relating to education and visual impairment. He is a regular contributor to ICEVI conferences and is coordinator of the Scottish Sensory Centre where many useful education resources for teachers of the VI are available www.ssc.education.ed.ac.uk
2. Israel 

In 2014 The Aleh Society hosted a visit by ICEVI Europe Chair Mrs Betty Leotsakou.  The Aleh Society was established in 1990 and supports over 450 students with VI in universities and colleges in Israel. 
The successful visit will pave the way for future collaboration and contributors from Israel who will be featured prominently in the ICEAPVI Conference in Athens in February 2015, with very successful contributions from ALEH and from Yael Weisz-Rind from Ofek Liyladenu (Israel National Association of Parents of Children with Visual Impairments).
3.  England 

ICEVI global 

A successful meeting of the ICEVI World Council will be held in London in April 2015 where a proposed structural reorganisation of the International Council for Education of People with Visual Impairment and its regions will be discussed.

4. United Kingdom Online Training developments 

Teaching literacy through Braille to Children 

The Royal National Institute for the Blind has developed an online training course for teachers of the visually impaired about teaching children to read and write through Braille. It covers a range of areas including pre Braille, early reading and writing, improving Braille fluency and late beginners through Braille and has modules on areas such as Braille technology and Braille for children with learning difficulties.  It was successfully piloted with twenty teachers in the UK in 2014-15 and will be available again in October 2015. Applications from teachers in Europe are welcome. The cost of the programme is around £600 and involves around 80 hours of work and costs £600 (around 825 Euros).

Visual Impairment and complex needs

The RNIB has recently released an updated version of their website that includes a freely accessible range of resources for teachers working with children with VI who have complex needs.

It includes an online version of the very successful resource for teachers and professionals to help them support children with visual impairment and autism spectrum disorder. 

The RNIB is also developing an online tool for teachers of the visually impaired to guide decisions about selecting the appropriate literacy media for students with visual impairments. It will be particularly helpful teachers to evidence and justify the often difficult decisions about whether children who have very low vision should learn through print, Braille, or a combination of print and Braille. It will build on the work of the Learning Media Assessment developed in the USA by Kay Holbrook and her colleagues.   The programme will be available to teachers in the UK from November 2015. 

5. UEB Braille

 2014 has seen the successful transition in schools and education support services in the UK from Standard English Braille (SEB) to Unified English Braille (UEB). This required extensive training for teachers and the modification of Braille training materials. Further information can be seen on the UKAAFF website

We are still facing the same problems we have talked about many times: all of the countries in our subregion have different languages and most people in them don’t speak English or any other common language; all of the countries are immerse in a big economical crisis and they don’t have money to participate in different events; the contact persons are not always involved enough or don’t represent the majority of the professionals in the country; and, finally, we don’t find any contact person in some of the countries.

Spain:

ONCE’s Website includes information about ICEVI, and Spanish versions of The Educator and the newsletter.

5 visually impaired students from Italy participated in the summer camp that ONCE offers to learn English in its Resource Centre in Pontevedra during the summer holidays. 

In the school year 2014-15 three students from Portugal are studying in the Physiotherapy College of ONCE.

Andorra:

The contact person wrote write the experience for the newsletter with the title “The music, a path to social inclusion” and it was published in the newsletter.

Italy:

The president of the Unione Italiana dei ciechi e degli ipovidenti wrote us a letter in which he explained that, considering the extended scope of the ICEVI-Europe also including rehabilitation now, they decided to propose the role of contact person to the Institute for Research, Training and Rehabilitation to replace them and step in as Italian representative organization within ICEVI Europe with effect from 2015. 

IRIFOR has accepted their proposal and appointed Ms Maria Mencarini as its representative within ICEVI Europe. 

Before that, Salvatore Romano, Member of the national Board in charge of Educational Issues of the Italian Union of the Blind and Partially Sighted, sent us their annual report:

Italy – 2014 activity report

· On 17-18 October 2014 the Italian Union of the Blind and Partially Sighted (UICI) held a national conference on “The inclusive schooling of visually disabled persons: from present concerns to future hopeful perspectives” held in Manfredonia (near  Foggia)
· 22 summer camps were organized by UICI and the Institute for Research, Training and Rehabilitation of persons with visual disabilities (IRIFOR). The camps welcomed more than 450 blind and partially sighted children, with about 50% of them affected by additional disabilities. 
· IRIFOR organized various training courses for class teachers and support teachers to improve their capacity to work with students with a visual impairment.
   

· Parental counseling and school counseling are regularly provided for by the blindness-specific expert advisory centers for the education of persons with visual disabilities run by the National Library for the Blind and the National Federation of Institutions for the Blind. Also numerous UICI branches provide this kind of advice locally.
· UICI continued its activities within the National Observatory on the inclusion of students with disabilities at the Italian Ministry of School and University Education and Research. The UICI participates in the work of the Observatory as a member of the Consultative Council of the Associations of Persons with Disabilities and as the representative of FAND (Federation of National Associations of Persons with Disabilities) in the Observatory’s Scientific and Technical Committee.  UICI also contributed to the drafting of the legislative proposal on the improvement of the quality of inclusive schooling of students with disabilities submitted to the attention of our Ministry of Education this year. In particular, the legislative proposal provides for:

· the establishment  of  a specific university curriculum for support teachers leading to a qualification allowing them to exclusively work in  this role, 

· mandatory training for teachers with  a student with disability in their class on how to receive a student with disability, 

· the establishment of Regional Inter-institutional Working Groups on inclusive schooling of students with disabilities in order to better coordinate at national level the measures taken at local level,

· the prohibition, on penalty of nullity, of contracts for the purchase of digital goods and services for school use, whenever the contracts do not provide for the compliance of those goods and services with the technical  rules that ensure the accessibility of digital systems, 

· The prohibition for schools to adopt digital textbooks which are not accessible with assistive technologies.
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Report from the German and Dutch speaking countries by Dieter Feser
Last year VBS was organizing several conferences and meetings to deal with Inclusion and the implication for education and vocational training. 
Meeting with Dieter Feser and the ICEVI contact persons of the Dutch and German speaking Countries. 
On December 3rd and 4th we held a meeting for the ICEVI Dutch and German speaking contact persons in Amsterdam. Not everybody could attend. Dieter Feser and Dr. Elke Wagner from Germany, Carina Poels from The Netherlands, Gerti Jaritz from Austria and Christian Niederhauser from Switzerland attended the meeting.  

First there was an exchange of the tasks that the contact persons have in their countries related with ICEVI. We all received direct questions through ICEVI and questions related to blindness and vision impairment from individuals in Europe and abroad. Those questions we either answered directly or we referred them to the appropriate institutions or professionals. 
Second we wanted to find out if it is possible to combine the work of the different professional associations for the blind and visually impaired in our countries and ICEVI in general. 
Our suggestion was to evaluate whether it is possible to combine the associations at conferences. The first step has already been made, because at the VBS Conference in Graz in August of 2016 Betty Leotsakou as President of ICEVI_Europe will be attending the conference and make a short presentation about ICEVI Europe. Also we would like to have a meeting of the Dutch and German speaking contact persons with the ICEVI board members who will attend the conference in Graz. This would be a good platform to exchange information about duties and goals of the contact persons in their countries. 
Also it would be a good idea to encourage professionals in our countries to publish in the ICEVI Newsletter as well as in the German Journal: Blind Sehbehindert. 

We all agreed to take these ideas and suggestions to the board meetings in our countries in 2015. 
The meeting was very informative and the exchange of ideas is always very fruitful. All participants stated that it would be profitable to have a meeting like this on a regular basis.

Ukraine

The funds for conferences have been cut down past year and also reduced some colleagues with whom we cooperate. But there was a lot of work on the creation of modern textbooks for the schools for visually impaired children. There was a lot of demarches on patriotic education and began work on a large-scale cooperation with ophthalmologists.  We develop cooperation with Polish Universities and programs to improve the skills of university teachers. There were not international conferences due to the high rate of exchange. 

We continue to maintain special education and also inclusive on the parent’s request. It is widely distributed integrated teaching for visually impaired in public schools that requires a serious scientific and methodological support.

Moldova

1. The National Center of Rehabilitation and Information Society had passed a rehabilitation courses for 30 blind people.
In partnership with the regional libraries the training courses for 120 blind and visually impaired was conducted.

Both guests also supported the idea of the future development of the library in order to enable Blind, Partially Sighted and Print Disabled citizens to be informed, empowered and equally able to participate in society. 
· The programme of Zavod za slepo in slabovidno mladino Ljubljana (Institute for Blind and Partially Sighted Children Ljubljana) in its function of a resource centre successfully continued with all its activities. There is especially early intervention with 20 to 25 treatments of little clients per week that has made the most outstanding increase, which is also a proof how desperately the parents need this kind of support at the very beginning of child’s life.
· Although most of the students with visual impairment successfully finish the secondary level of education or even university studies, we are more and more aware of the problem of high unemployment rate among them. One of the attempts to prove their readiness for work was a project called Dinners in the darkness, where our ex-students served dinner in complete darkness. The project received a lot of publicity by all our national newspapers and TVs and many important public figures attended these dinners. However, it has also become clear how different this situation is from a regular job of a waiter/waitress.
· A Multi-Sensory Room was refurnished and reequipped in the Institute for Blind and Partially Sighted Children in Ljubljana with the financial support of VISIO International.

· Early intervention project - First steps coordinated by VISIO International from the Netherlands involving besides Slovenia also other ex-Yugoslav republics (Serbia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Monte Negro and Kosovo). This two-year project, approved in June 2014, started with its first meeting at the end of September in Zemono in Serbia. The project deals with early intervention and functional vision assessment of children with visual impairment.
· Precise evaluation – Fair intervention, Comenius school partnership project, started in 2013, involving institutions working with different groups of disabilities from Poland, Spain, Bulgaria and Latvia. The aim is to prepare tools to evaluate progress of MDVI children. The project is in its second year and despite many problems regarding cooperation of partner institutions it is believed the outcomes will be extremely useful.
· STEP UP, Comenius school partnership – associated partner. The project aimed to challenge some commonly held misunderstandings and lack of public knowledge related to orientation, mobility and independence for young learners with a severe visual impairment and was completed with the last meeting at the end of May in Northern Ireland. 

Some of the reasons why it was well worth being part of STEP UP: Not only that new connections and friendships among professionals working in the field of visual impairment throughout Europe were established, and they have already resulted in new exchanges and co-operations, but it has also shown in personal and professional growth of all the members of our team. Our work on the project documents and discussions during the project meetings offered an opportunity even for those who are not specialists in O&M to deepen our knowledge and understanding about this very important part of work with children with visual impairment. And finally, we are proud that we could contribute to the production of the project outcomes. The usefulness of these documents will be shown while working with parents and professionals who need to change their attitude towards O&M in order to set good examples to children with visual impairment.

All accessible on STEP UP website: www.step-up-comenius.eu.  Since the very beginning the objectives were clearly identified, the project was well managed and led towards our final goals and besides that we had great time working together and getting to know each other and our cultures.  

· Cooperation with Gymnazium pro zrakove postizene a Stredni skola pro zrakove postizene from Prague: The preparations for a project week, which will be held in April 2015 are being made. A group of 8 students from Prague will join Slovenian students in the project week. The topic is Ljubljana - a friendly city for the visually impaired persons and architect Plečnik as a common personality to both cities. The students will also compete in different sport games and taste the cuisines of both countries. 
In April 2014 at the 10th Goalball Tournament in Prague our team called Beavers, won the first place in the high school category and proudly returned home with the cup.

In November 2014 students from the Institute for Blind and Partially Sighted Children Ljubljana participated in the competition in Touch typing in Prague and for the first time won a medal.

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Looking to the future
2014 was an active year, wherein productive discussions have taken place for various projects and conferences to come in the following years.

The proposed project BaGMIVI (Bridging the Gap Between Museums and Individuals with Visual Impairments) was approved by the Erasmus+ Programme in relation to Key Action 2.  Specifically, 12 formal and 4 silent partners constitute the consortium of this project, one of which is ICEVI-Europe.  Four of the 12 formal partners are universities (University of Thessaly-UTH, Sofia University-SU, University Babes Bolyai-UBB, and Eotvos Lorand University-ELTE), three are non-profit non-governmental organisations (i.e the International Council for Education and Rehabilitation of people with Visual Impairment-ICEVI-Europe, the Bulgarian Association for Education of Visually Impaired Children- BAOZZD, and the European Blind Union-EBU), four are museums [one archaeological (Greece), two galleries (Hungary & Bulgaria) and one ethnographic-(Romania)], and one is an IT Company. The silent partners are special schools for the blind and the contact persons of the Universities are all experts in the education and rehabilitation of the blind and visually impaired. The project aims to shape and promote strategic partnerships between museums and schools (mainstream or/and special schools of the blind) within which students with visual disability are enrolled and to promote the equal access of people with visual impairments to cultural centres such as museums, thereby, ultimately enhancing social integration.

Preparations have begun for the organization of the first International Conference on Enabling Access for Persons with Visual Impairment (ICEAPVI-2015) which will be held in Athens, Greece, between February 12th – 14th, 2015 at the Eugenides Foundation.  This event will be co-organized by the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens (Speech and Accessibility Laboratory, Department of Informatics and Telecommunications) and the International Council for Education and Rehabilitation of People with Visual Impairment- Europe (ICEVI-Europe).  We are very excited that this conference will not only serve as a platform where professionals and practitioners throughout Europe can exchange knowledge and best practice and share experiences, but also it will promote and establish a network for enabling access for persons with visual impairment.
Initial discussions and planning have also commenced for the organization of the 7th ICEVI Eastern European Conference which will most likely take place in 2015 in Belarus.    

ICEVI-Europe is looking forward to playing a more proactive role and intensifying its ongoing cooperation with GPEAA in France with regards to organizing a joint quadrennial sub regional conference.    
We look forward to the 9th European Conference that will take place in Bruges, on July 2-7 2017.  The board of ICEVI-Europe plans to visit the Host Committee of the Conference in Bruges in order to discuss the theme and items concerning the preparation of the conference.
