In today’s modern world, quick judgements are made about both sighted and visually impaired people, how you look is of the utmost importance.

The first impression that others form about you are mainly based on appearance and body language. Someone who pays attention to their looks; clothing, make up, hair etc, often feels happier with themselves, more secure and self assured.

Young people are naturally interested in fashion, the way they look and what impression they make on others; it is one of the most important issues at this stage of everyone’s life. But how important are these topics for visually impaired adolescents and young adults? How do they feel about fashion and appearance?
Fashion show

Project ‘Blindingly Beautiful’ shows a group of 18 visually impaired young adults with 16 normally sighted youngsters taking part in a professional Fashion Show.

They were coached to walk on the catwalk in 5 trainings sessions. A short film shows interviews with some of the models and a short impression of the show.
