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Traditionally, the management of individuals with vision impairment has involved the provision of relatively simple hand and stand magnifiers which produce a magnified retinal image of the object of regard.  The last 10 years has, however, seen dramatic developments in the design and characteristics of optical low vision aids. The net result is a much wider range of devices, many of which incorporate advanced optical and ergonomic features designed to produce more versatile aids.  

In parallel with developments in the field of low vision optics, have been advances in the world of opto-electronics which have resulted in the design and provision of a very versatile range of electronic vision enhancement systems. The range now includes flat-screen traditional closed circuit televisions (CCTVs), miniature portable hand held CCTVs and head or spectacle mounted systems. 

In this workshop, the team of low vision optometry specialists will illustrate, using a range of practical applications and exercises, the advantages and disadvantages associated with the various types of low vision aids.
