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A. The historical lines

SNE in Norway is a history of development from children segregated in institutions and special schools, through special units or classes in ordinary schools to inclusion in ordinary settings in ordinary schools and kindergartens. 

B. The phase of explanation and clarification (the 60’s)

1. Integration thinking with an individualized and formalized perspective
2. A new education act of 1969 paid attention to how to help the students through 3 perspectives (§8):
a) Special education should be given to student because the needed help, not because they couldn’t follow the tuition
b) Some principles regarding special education guidelines from the law of special schools was taken into the ordinary education act
c) The local administrations (on municipality level) was obliged to establish local pedagogical and psychological services 
C. The phase of legislation (the 70’s)

1. The development up to the 70th is a development marked by a movement away from strongly segregated schools and institutions to a more open school system for students with disabilities. 
2. 1971 – One law for education
3. The curriculum was marked by a change in concepts:
a) Equality not equal
b) Cooperation and participation
c) Not borderlines but coordination
d) Open pedagogic
e) All education of high quality is Special education

D. The phase of reforms (the 90’s -)

· The reformation of The Healthcare System for Persons with Developmental Disabilities
1. White paper nr. 67 (1986/87)

2. Was not started before 91

3. Important points:
a. No large institutions
b. Be a part of the municipality
c. The right to an Individual Habilitation plan
d. The right to work
e. The right to maximum 5 years of tertiary education
f. The right to housing outside institutions (at least the former large on)

E. The phase of reforms (the 90’s -)

· White paper nr. 54 (1989/90) nr. 35 (1990/91) and also nr. 61 (from 1984/85) about special schools and/or resource centres: 
a. Reorganisation of the special schools into 13 competence centres with the country as area of responsibility:
i. 2 for visual impairment
ii. 6 for hearing impairment
iii. 1 for language And speech difficulties
iv. 3 for psycho-social problems
v. 1 for reading and writing difficulties
b. In addition 7 regional centres for complex learning difficulties
c. A special program for the northern Norway
F. The phase of reforms (the 90’s -)

Today:

1. Alternative schools
2. Individual Education Plans
3. The pedagogical and psychological service system (1. line) in cooperation with regional and national services
4. Adapted education
G. Adapted education



H. Legislation

· All children and young persons have the right to 13 years of schooling
· All children must have 10 years of compulsory school from the age of six years 
· Teaching shall be adapted to the abilities and aptitudes of individual pupils, apprentices and trainees
· Pupils who do not benefit satisfactorily from regular teaching have the right to special education
I. Legislation Responsibility of the authorities:

· The municipality shall provide primary and lower secondary education and special educational assistance
· The county authority shall provide upper secondary education  
J. Legislation - primary and lower secondary school

Special rights for students with blindness 

· A right to be receive training in the use of Braille and necessary technical aids
· A right to be receive training in orientation and mobility 
· A right to be receive training in ADL
· The above according to an expert assessment
· The above is not defined as special education
K. Right to special education sec. 5-1

· Pupils who either do not or are unable to benefit satisfactorily from ordinary tuition have the right to special education
· Pupils who have the right to special education, have the right to a maximum of two years’ additional upper secondary education
L. Legislation – Special (needs) education

Individual syllabuses:

· Pupils receiving special education shall have an individual syllabus
· The syllabus shall specify
a) educational objectives
b) content of the education
c) how tuition is to be carried out 
M. About Statped

· Statped consists of 15 government centres. These centres offer special educational guidance and support for local authorities and county administrations and covers fields such as hearing/visual impairments and complex learning difficulties.
· The general objective for Statped is to give guidance and support ensure that children, young people and adults with special educational needs are secured well-advised educational and developmental provisions
N. About Tambartun

· Tambartun and Huseby are national centres for the visually impaired on educational matters
· Tambartun has 60 employees divided in 5 teams according to different disciplines
· Tambartun is given the national responsibility of supporting education for children and youth with Batten disease 
· There are 40 individuals with Batten disease in Norway. The number is increasing 
O. Agreements

· Tambartun acts on inquiries from local or provisional educational authorities
· Tambartun’s aim is to make local or provisional levels capable of providing requisite services to students with visual impairments
· Cooperation between Tambartun and local and provisional authorities is regulated by signed contracts
· These contracts are always focusing on the needs on identified individuals
P. Training of staff working with children/youth with Batten disease

The following courses are offered annually at Tambartun:

· Training of Teachers
· Training of Health workers
· Training of Physiotherapists
Q. Courses for children, youth and young adults with Batten disease

· Course for pupils of class 1 – 7
· Course for pupils of class 8 – 10
· Course for pupils of Secondary School (1 – 5)
·  Course for young adults
· Winter course for children of 3rd class
R. Courses and meetings for parents and siblings

· Tambartun organises 2 courses for parents on annual basis.
· Sisters and brothers of the target person are welcome to participate in one course per year.
·  Tambartun and the parents' association (NSVF) are at least meeting twice a year in order to cooperate regarding evaluation and planning of Batten disease related activities
S. Outreach services

· Tambartun employees supervise education and guide local staff in schools and other relevant local centres on a regular base after request from local or provincial educational authorities
· Outreach services also include meetings, communication and support to the family. 
T. Situations when special support is required

· Diagnosis delivery
· Milestones:
a) The shift  of  being a pupil in primary school to being a pupil in lower secondary school
b) The shift  of  being a pupil in lower secondary school to being a pupil in upper secondary school
c) The shift  of  being a pupil in upper secondary school to being a young adult
d) The shift of living at home to stay in own residence
